Most Holy Body & Blood of Christ  (Corpus Christi), May 29, 2016 

Homily Rerun: May 15, 2016  ~  Fr. Stephen Ogonwa (Fr. Seno) 

My dear friends, we celebrate the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity. The feast is  

always celebrated on the Sunday after Pentecost. There is a story about St. Augustine 

about the Trinity by Marian Therese Horvat.  St. Augustine, the Bishop  of Hippo, the 

great Doctor of the Church spent over 30 years working on his treatise ñDe  

Trinitateò [about the Holy Trinity], endeavoring to conceive an intelligible explanation 

for the mystery of the Trinity. He was walking by the seashore one day contemplating 

and trying to understand the mystery of the Holy Trinity when he saw a small boy  

running back and forth from the water to a spot on the seashore. The boy was using a sea 

shell to carry the water from the ocean and place it into a small hole in the sand. The 

Bishop of Hippo approached him and asked, ñMy boy, what are doing?ò  ñI am trying to 

bring all the sea into this hole,ò the boy replied with a sweet smile.  ñBut that is impossible, my dear child, the hole 

cannot contain all that waterò said Augustine. 

 The boy paused in his work, stood up, looked into the eyes of the Saint, and replied, ñIt is no more impossible than 

what you are trying to do ï comprehend the immensity of the mystery of the Holy Trinity with your small  

intelligence.ò  The Saint was absorbed by such a keen response from that child, and turned his eyes from him for a 

short while. When he glanced down to ask him something else, the boy had vanished. 

 Some say that it was an Angel sent by God to teach Augustine a lesson on pride in learning. Others affirm it was the 

Christ Child Himself who appeared to the Saint to remind him of the limits of human understanding before the great 

mysteries of our Faith. 

 In our Gospel passage (John 16:12-15), Jesus told us ñI have much more to tell you, but you cannot bear it now. But 

when he comes, the Spirit of truth, he will guide you to all truth.é Everything that the Father has is mine.ò The 

Three Persons in one God are one and equal. ñEverything that the Father has is mineò and the Holy Spirit knows all 

truth, all mysteries; God knows all. Our First Reading (Prov 8:22-31) reiterates this oneness of God and shows that it 

is eternal. The wisdom of God says, ñThe Lord possessed me, the beginning of his ways ...the first, before the earth. 

é. When the Lord established the heavens I was there.ò 

Finally, the Second Reading (Rom 5:1-5) shows the Holy Spirit as Godôs love; ñthe love of God has been poured out 

into our hearts through the Holy Spirit that has been given to us.ò 

 Brothers and sisters, some people may wonder and ask, ñWhy does the Church even bother to reflect on the Mystery 

of the Trinity? Why not spend time reflecting on the modern issues; ñthat people care aboutò ï poverty, relief for 

earthquake and disaster victims, HIV epidemic, the threat of wars and terrorism, lack of jobs, who to vote  and not 

vote for in the coming election, etc. Why not focus on the moral problems of the world, and how to heal the world? 

Is the Church out of touch? Not at all! 

 Dear friends, religion is primarily about God, about the worship of God and the celebration of the mysteries of God. 

Hence, Jesus pointed out, ñSeek you first the kingdom of God....ò One of the greatest mistakes in our world today is 

the false notion that we can side track the Creator and still make things work. Truly, as is evident from biblical  

history, many problems in the world are caused by the attempts of humans to dispense with God. We cannot get  

interested just with the created world and neglect the Creator. We cannot be interested just in the gift and neglect the 

Giver of the gift. What kind of son or daughter would one be that would be happy if his wife or husband says ñI care 

about you alone, I donôt care about your father or motherò; ñI donôt care about your family!ò 

 My dear friends, God cares. He not only cares, He also wants to be first in every aspect of our lives. In fact, Jesus 

shows why learning about God is indispensable. First, in order that we may have eternal life; ñThis is eternal life that 

they know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom thou hast sentò (John 17:3). Second, so that we will be 

blessed with the love of God, ñI made known to them thy nameé that the love with which thou hast loved me may

be in them, and I in them" (John17:26). Third, in order 

to understand our identity, who we are, since we are 

made in Godôs image: of oneness, ñHoly Father, keep 

them in thy name é that they may be one, even as we 

are oneé. Even as thou, Father, art in me, and I in 

thee, that they also may be in usò (John 17:11, 21); of 

holiness (ñto be set apart from the worldò), ñThey are 

not of the world, even as I am not of the 

worldò (John 17:14, 16); of truth, ñSanctify them in the 

truth; thy word is truthé. ò (John 17:17, 19); of glory, 

ñThe glory which thou hast given me I have given to 

themò (John 17:22); of Trinitarian love, ñThoué hast 

loved them even as thou hast loved meò (John 17:23). 

Can you see all we stand to gain through openness to 

God? Finally, concerning the world and the challenges 

we face, the knowledge of the Trinity underscores that 

we are not alone in  our struggles (no matter what they 

are); God triumphs in us and through us, ñI am glori-

fied in them (John 17:10). We therefore need a Trini-

tarian worldview. I must see the world in relation to 

God, myself and others; God, my family and other 

families; God my country and other countries; God, my 

planet earth, and other planets. God has set the stage 

for interdependence. God does not want individualism. 

God is family; we are called to be like Him by living in 

communion with others in oneness, love, peace, mercy, 

forgiveness, kindness, dignity and truth. Without God, 

life is a shattered dream.
