Homily Rerun: June 19, 2016  ~  Deacon Bruce 

 

Our First Reading talks about the outpouring of Godôs Spirit upon His people. The presence of 

the Spirit will bring a change of attitude of the people so that they come to know the servant of 

the Lord that God is preparing for them.  The people have returned from exile.  Zechariah 

acknowledges their hardships and foresees more obstacles.  But their grief has a purpose.  It is a 

remedy, a penance to heal them ï ña fountain to purify from sin and uncleanness.ò  God wants 

His people to be purified and clean. Thus purified, the people will be ready to receive the  

Messiah and usher in a new creation.  God promises to ñpour out on the house of David and on 

the inhabitants of Jerusalem a spirit of grace and petition.ò    (Scott Hahn, Children of the  

Promise: Scott Hahn Reflects on the 12th Sunday in Ordinary Time) 

 ñBut who do you say that I am?ò  That is the question that Jesus asks Peter in todayôs Gospel.  That is also the question that 

Jesus asks each one of us, personally and individually, today and every day. Who is Jesus to us?  How do we answer that 

question?  Is Jesus the ñhistorical Jesusò-  the man who lived a very long time ago and performed great works: healing the 

sick, giving sight to the blind, and raising the dead? Is He the man who angered the Jewish leaders ï the Scribes and  

Pharisees of His time and spoke out against their hypocrisy?  Is He a ñgreat prophetò from long ago, ñThe founder of a new 

religionò The founder of Christianity?  Is He the one for whom you grudgingly spend one hour a week in church?   

I think all of us here have some idea who Jesus is.  The more important question is, who is Jesus for you and to you?  Do 

you know Him?  God is calling each of us into a personal relationship with Him and to love Him. Is Jesus, ñThe Christò for 

you?  Do you recognize Him as the very Son of God?  Is He your Messiah?  Is He your Savior and Lord?  Is He the Savior 

and Lord of your faith and the faith of your family?  Are you ready to follow Him to your salvation?  Are you ready and 

willing to do what it takes to answer, ñYesò to Him as your Lord? 

Every choice we make, every good thing (or bad thing) we do, everything we say, reveals our response to the question of 

Jesus, ñWho do you say that I am?ò  Our love for family and friends, our commitment to moral and ethical standards, our 

good works, our attitude when we go to work or school, how we act when we are out with our friends, especially how we act 

and what we say when no one is watching, and everything we do is our confession of faith in Jesus as Lord and Savior, the 

Love of God, and the Word incarnate. 

It is through our actions (or inaction), through our words (or lack of them), through our everyday decisions that we show 

who we are and what we believe.  It is how we live our everyday lives that tells God and show others who we really say  

Jesus is.  Mother Teresa had a calling card, a business card of sorts.  On that card she had these words printed:    

ñThe fruit of silence is prayer,  

the fruit of prayer is faith,  

the fruit of faith is love,  

the fruit of love is service,  

the fruit of service is peace.ò  

 Notice everything flows from silence and prayer.  The first thing we should look at, then, is the time we spend in prayer. It 

makes sense that the very first object of our faith and loving service should be God.  Ask God, in your prayers, what path He 

is guiding you towards, what things He desires for you to do to further His Kingdom, and lead others to Him.  If we are 

ready to follow Jesus then He tells us, ñIf anyone wishes to come after me, he must deny himself and take up his cross daily 

and follow me. For whoever wishes to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for my sake will save it.ò 

 I donôt think many of us can think about or speak of suffering and of carrying a cross this week without thinking about the 

terrorist attack in Orlando last Sunday.  Pure evil walks among us and we saw its effects very close to home.  I cannot  

imagine the suffering that the families and friends of loved ones who were killed or injured in the attack are going through.  

We can share in their pain as we hear of the horrors suffered, but we can rejoice in the outpouring of love to the victims and 

their families.  In light of that I would like to close with a statement by our Bishop John Noonan:
