Homily Rerun:  January 8, 2017 - Fr.  Seno 

 

My dear friends in Christ, the central theme in our readings today is evangelization. What is 
Evangelization? How do we evangelize? In this homily, I will approach this subject from a practical 
point of view. Evangelization is not theoretical; it is not about ideas. It involves concrete action: 
accepting Christ and bringing people to Him. We evangelize by introducing people to Jesus as John 
the Baptist did in our Gospel Passage (John 1:29-34): òBehold, the Lamb of God, who takes away the 
sin of the world.ó John did not have to study Theology in order to do this. He did not need any college 
degrees to do it. All that is needed is the willingness to invite people to Jesus. For example some of us 
have used the weight lost products and after it works on us we want people to know about it. We 

advertise every aspects of it to others. How many times have I advertise Jesus and my Catholic faith, to my friends, family 
members, and colleagues? For me after my baptism as you all know that I was a convert to Catholicism told my Grandma, 
Mummy and Siblings about my new found faith. It was joy to me  on the day of my ordination to give my mum  Eucharist. 

My dear friends, there is a story from an unknown source: òA Sunday school teacher decided to have her young class memorize one of the 
most quoted passages in the Bible ð Psalm 23. She gave the youngsters a month to learn the chapter. Little Paul was excited about the task but he 
just couldn't remember the Psalm. After much practice, he could barely get past the first line. On the day that the kids were scheduled to recite Psalm 
23 in front of the congregation, Paul was very nervous. When it was his turn, he stepped up to the microphone and said proudly, òThe Lord is my 
Shepherd, and that's all I need to know.ó 

Dear Friends, two main aspects of evangelization can be identified today from our First Reading (Isa 49:3, 5-6), namely òto raise 
up the tribes of Jacob, and restore the survivors of Israeló and to be òa light to the nations.ó First, as Christians (the new 
Israel), we restore the tribes of the ònew Jacobó or òthe new Israeló through our responsible stewardship of time, talent and 
treasure. Each time we invite fellow parishioners to prayer, bible studies, and to other Church programs, we are building up 
the body of Christ. Each time we invite people to volunteer or join our respective parish ministries (Choir, Altar Servers, Faith 
Formation, Charismatic, CCW, That Man Is You, Women of Grace,  Gift shop, The Knights, Like New Shop, Ministers to 
the Sick and Eucharist Ministers, Catholic War Veterans etc..), we are restoring and building up the Church. It is about looking 
out for one another. An unknown author stated as follows: òA prospective father-in-law asked, ôyoung man, can you support a family?õ 
The surprised groom-to-be replied, ôWell, No. I was just planning to support your daughter. The rest of you will have to fend for yourselves.ó In 
evangelization, we support everyone; we never break with the family. We are one. 

 Second, evangelization also involves outreach. We look outward to invite people (non-Christians) to Jesus. Kindly excuse me; 
it is God speaking here, not me. He says that just taking care of our campus, of one another in our parish family is not 
enough. In His words, òIt is too littleé for you to be my servant, to raise up the tribes of Jacob, and restore the survivors of 
Israel; I will make you a light to the nations that my salvation may reach to the ends of the earth.ó This can be accomplished 
by inviting friends, neighbors and acquaintances to the weekend liturgy. The Eucharist can engender conversion miracles 
during such occasions. Invite them to the Weekly Friday Adoration that starts after the 7:30am mass till Saturday Mass at 9am. 
Just one hour with the Lord is not too much for you, yes you can do it. It can also be done through utilizing the media. Do 
you watch EWTN programs? If there are any favorite programs you are excited about, then, recommend it to your non-
Christian or non-Catholic friends. You may not know the impact you would be making in their lives. Many times, some of us 
feel inadequately prepared for evangelization. We worry that we cannot cite a passage of Bible. Please, that is not what it takes 
to evangelize. My dear people, all that is needed is to invite people to Christ and His Church. See how John the Baptist also 
acknowledged his own limitations: òI did not know Him, but the reason why I came baptizing with water was that He might 
be made known to Israelé.ó  Certainly, he knew Jesus as his cousin, but did not have knowledge that he is òthe Son of Godó 
until it was revealed to him. In spite of the revelation, he did not understand the totality of the mystery of Christ. All he 
needed to do was to invite people to Jesus: òBehold the Lamb of Godé.ó This is exactly what Jesus expects from us. We 
must fall in love with our mission: Tell people how excited you are about your faith in Christ, about your Church family, and 
invite them to òcome and seeó (Ps 66:5; John 1:39, 46). 

Evangelization is about promoting the glory of God. In the First Reading, God declares, òYou are my servant, Israel, through 
whom I show my glory.ó Since it is Godõs work, we do not give up on anyone. We cannot give up on those who are yet to 
believe. We must reach out to the ends of the earth that Godõs salvation may reach everywhere. We are the servants of the 
Lord. He has anointed and consecrated us and set us apart for His divine purpose, for missionary activity, for evangelization. It 
is the boldness that many feel they do not have or cannot do. Perhaps òask one person at a timeó and keep on asking, you do 
not have to ask every person you meet; start with those close to you, one step at a time, etc. God has given us His Spirit for 
boldness to do this effectively: not òa spirit of timidity but a spirit of power and love and self-controló (2Tim 1:7). Let us
