Holy Week Homily Reruns:  April 13-16, 2017 - Fr Bill & Fr Seno 

Good Friday 2017:  òDo You Want What You Deserve or What God Has Made Possible?ó - Fr. Bill  

HEAVEN! òIt is not a question of what we have done to deserve it, but what God has done to make it possible.ó (author 
unknown) Welcome to Good Friday. 

In todayõs first reading (Is 52:13-53:12) Isaiah says, òSee, My servant shall prosper, He shall be raised high and greatly 
exalted.ó He foretells Jesus crucifixion, death and subsequent resurrection; and foreshadows St. Paulõs, òMay I never boast 
except in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ.ó (Gal 6:14)  

At the end of the reading Isaiah says, òHe shall take away the sins of many, and win pardon for their offenses.ó This 
reminds us that Jesus didnõt go through all this because sin is not a big deal. He didnõt go through it because òIõm okay, and youõre okay.ó 
Jesus embraced the suffering of Good Friday because through original sin we are born into a dysfunctional family and He desires to set us 
free from the dysfunction of sin. 

In the second reading (Heb 4:14-16; 5:7-9) we read, òSon though He [Jesus] was, He learned obedience from what He suffered; and when 
He was made perfect, He became the source of eternal salvation for all who obey Him.ó Jesus has made eternal salvation possible òfor all 
who obey Him.ó 

In todayõs Gospel (Jn 18:1-19:42) from the cross Jesus cries out, òI thirst.ó He thirsts for you and for me, and only you and I can quench 
His thirst. 

The second reading also says, òSo let us confidently approach the throne of grace to receive mercy and to find grace for timely help.ó This 
is what Good Friday is all about. When we venerate the cross in a few minutes, we will be approaching the throne from which the King of 
kings dispenses all grace. 

The Title of This Homily Is: Do You Want What You Deserve or What God Has Made Possible? The Point of This Homily {and of 
Good Friday} Is: Jesus Died on the Cross to Forgive What You Deserve & to Make Possible That for Which He Thirsts. 

Easter 2017: òA Surge of the Heartó - Fr Bill  

At the Easter Vigil we have nine readings from Sacred Scripture. On Easter Sunday we have three more. All these readings are about the 
many ways God shows His love for us, not the many ways we reject Godõs love and refuse to love both Him and each other. Receiving 
these readings with eager attention provides a wonderful opportunity for prayer {as different from prayers}: òFor me, prayer is a surge of the 
heart; it is a simple look toward heaven; it is a cry of recognition and love; embracing both trial and joy.ó (Saint Therese of Lisieux) These readings offer 
the awe necessary for the ôsurge,õ the vision of the ôsimple look,õ the insight needed for the ôrecognition,õ the love given which elicits a response 
of ôlove,õ and the Godly acknowledgement of our ôtrialsõ and ôjoys.õ 

In these readings we see Godõs love for us made incarnate and given in the person of Jesus, the Christ.  

The Vigil: òThe Reckless & Unbalanced Love of God ð Amen! Come Lord Jesus!ó - Fr Bill  

In Genesis 1:1-2:2 God saw that it was good until the 6th day when He made us and saw that it was very good. We rejoin, òLord, send out 
Your Spiritó in the hope that we can see this same goodness and live accordingly. 

In Genesis 22:1-18 God provides the sacrifice for our sins foreshadowing the death and resurrection of Jesus, His only begotten Son. We 
respond, òTherefore my heart is glad and my soul rejoices.ó 

In Exodus 14:15-15:1 we arrive at the Red Sea where God makes a way where there is no way as He defeats the power of sin and evil. 
This prepares us to believe that Jesus is The Way. We respond with Miriam, òHorse and chariot He has cast into the seaó knowing that sin 
is the horsepower of the chariots of evil and death. 

In Isaiah 54:5-14 God professes His reckless, unfathomable, passionate, unbalanced spousal love FOR US ð YOU & ME. To this plea 
from a jilted but faithful lover we respond, òLord, You have rescued me.ó 

Isaiah 55:1-11 follows with an advertisement for God and His grace. It could be an ad for a tent revival: Amen, brothers & sisters: come 
and receive for free; òSeek the Lord Who is generous in forgiving.ó To which we responded with the silence to give our own ôamenõ or 
simply pray òGod indeed is my Savior.ó 

In Baruch 3:9-15, 32-4:4 God offers wisdom in a gentle and loving rebuke. Itõs as though Grandpa God, with a long white beard and a 
cane, comes to visit His favorite grandchild you or me in the prison of sin hoping to encourage us to a new and better life. If we listen 
with an open heart we respond with Godõs people of the Old Testament òThe Law of the Lord is perfect.ó 

Then in Ezekiel 36:16-17a, 18-28 we are told that because of His steadfast love for us God will cleanse us and transplant into us new, truly 
human hearts. We respond òAthirst is my soul for God, the living Godó reminiscent of St. Augustineõs ôcry of recognition,õ òOur hearts 
are restless until they rest in You, O Lord.ó 

At this point singing òGlory to God in the highestó seems a rather serious understatement of the response in our hearts. 

When we get to the epistle (Romans 6:3-11) St. Paul instructs us that in the in the waters of baptism we die with Christ so that we rise 
from those waters in full possession of the life of the risen Christ. We respond with a feast of alleluias to celebrate the end of the alleluia 
drought of Lent: òAlleluia. The right hand of the Lord has struck with power.ó 

By the time we get to the Vigil Gospel (Matthew 28:1-10) we think that it just canõt get any better until we hear the basic message of Jesus: 
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òChrist has died. Christ is risen. Christ will come again.ó No response improves on that which we use at the end of every liturgical 
proclamation of any gospel passage: òPraise to You, Lord Jesus Christ.ó 

The rest of the Mass of the Vigil of Easter can be understood in the words of Revelation 22:20b: òAmen! Come, Lord Jesus!ó 

Easter Sunday: Itõs All About Jesus! , Fr Bill 

In the antiphon for Night Prayer on Holy Saturday the Church prays, òFor our sake Christ was obedient, accepting even death, death on a 
cross. Therefore God raised Him on high and gave Him the name above all other names.ó This is what Easter is all about: Jesusõ 
obedience, Jesusõ death, Jesus being raised on high, and Jesus honored above all others.   

In todayõs first reading (Acts 10:34a, 37-43) we hear: òTo Him [Jesus] all the prophets bear witness, that everyone who believes in Him will 
receive forgiveness of sins through His name.ó The prophets witnessed to Jesus and we receive forgiveness from Jesus. 

In todayõs second reading (option ôAõ- Col 3:1-4) we are reminded that we died and rose with Jesus in the waters of baptism; and that our 
hearts should be lifted up to Jesus in the kingdom where He reigns at the right hand of God. 

In the Sequence we prayed òO praise the Lamb. Alleluia.ó Enjoying the return of the alleluia while praising Jesus, the Lamb that was slain 
and yet lives. 

In the Gospel (John 20:1-9) we are shown that must enter the tomb to discover the Resurrection of Jesus. This leads us to much more: 

We must enter the mystery of Christ to discover the meaning of faith.  
We must enter the mercy of Christ to find the meaning of hope. 
We must enter the life of Christ to meet the way, the truth, and the life. 
We must enter the cross of Christ to learn the meaning of suffering. 
We must enter the death of Christ to access the resurrection to eternal life (our Fatherõs house, Ps 5:8). 
We must enter the person of Christ to encounter the presence of God. 
We must enter the love of Christ to find òHim Whom my soul loves.ó (Song 3:4) 
We must enter Christ Himself to discover that the gates of Heaven have been opened to us. 
We must enter Christ Himself for it is better to enter into life than to be thrown into eternal fire. (see Mt 18:8) 

Through, With and In the Waters of Baptism _ We Enter. This is what Easter is all about, and itõs all about Jesus. Is it possible that this not 
bring about òa surge of the heartó in us! 

Mass of the Last Supper:  Holy Thursday, Fr Seno 

My dear brothers and sisters, this evening am deeply moved in my emotions, moved in my heart, and in my spirit, we 
celebrate the Lordõs Supper; that most solemn evening the world has ever known. This evening, dearly beloved, we all have 
gathered like many of our other brothers and sisters world-wide, to commemorate what for us Christians is the most 
significant supper of all times. Today, we are talking of a supper with a difference.  It is different because it is at this supper 
the Lord gave the world the three most wonderful gifts:  1. The Eucharist, 2. The Catholic Priesthood and 3. The Supreme 
commandment of brotherly and sisterly love and service.  

These three institutions do in fact address the three primary concerns of Jesus as he was about to leave this world to his eternal home.  In 
fact, as Jesus sat down to eat His Last Supper, three problems steered at him.  By problem here I mean three facts of concerns. Yes three 
problems that Our Lord Jesus Christ at the Last Supper confronted these problems adequately, addressed them squarely and provided 
lasting solutions to them. 

The first problem was this:  Jesus had to go just as he needed to stay.  He had to leave us: it was his Fatherõs will.  òThe Son of Man goes as 
it has been determinedó (Lk. 22:22).  òBut I tell you the truth, it is better for you that I go. For if I do not go the Advocate will not come to 
you. But if I go I will send Him to youó (Jn. 16:7).  So Christ will go, and he will stay: he will leave us, and he will remain with us.  That 
sensible charm of presence will no longer be with us till the end of time but he will leave with us the truth of that his presence. 

 Our Lord Jesus òWhile they were eating, Jesus took bread, said the blessing, broke it and giving it to his disciple said, Take and eat; this is 
my body, then he took a cup, gave thanks and gave it to them, saying, Drink from it, all of you for this is my blood of the covenant which 
will be shed on my behalf of many for the forgiveness of sinsó.  (Mt. 26:26-28).  It looks like bread, it feels like bread, it taste like bread; but 
it is not bread; It looks like wine, it taste like wine, but it is not wine, it is the Lord; it is His body and blood.  Christ did not go and he did 
not stay.  He took from us the God-man as Palestinians saw him with the eyes of his body; he left with us the same God-man, whom you 
and I see with eyes of our faith.  

The solution is simply the Real Presence: The Eucharist. He is present in this Blessed Sacrament, and his presence is real. Whenever the 
words of consecration are completed, or when we consume the Eucharist, or have the Eucharist preserved in tabernacle, worldwide, we 
have Christ really and truly present; He is indeed and in fact òMy Lord and My God.ó  The Eucharist is the solution to the first 
problem.  Letõs with firm faith accept it and receive it for what it is. 

 The second problem; God wanting to accomplish His works among humanity and yet encouraging humanity to appreciate the uniqueness 
of humanity in divine matters. Christ instituted the wonderful mystery of priesthood of Christ in the Catholic Church.   Christ wanted 
visible human beings (ordinary men, not angels) men taken from among men and women, to accomplish through them the marvels of His 
grace in the sacraments. The priest is one who is chosen, and consecrated to mediate between man and God; when the priest goes from 
humanity to God, that is, prayers, intercessions, supplications, thanksgiving, and petitions to God; and when he goes from God to 



 

humanity, the priest soothes and heals.  Yes that is the man of God, a man of the Church; the servant of the Church. Be careful how you 
treat a priest.  You fight him you fight God and the Church. Pray for your Priests and Happy Priestly Anniversary to Fathers Bill, Seno and 
Grasso. The solution of the second problem is the institution of the Catholic Priesthood. 

 The third problem: Are the use of power and the need of love and service.  The commonest type of use of power is authoritarianism, 
dictatorship, oppression and exploitation. These are common experiences even today.  Jesus washed the feet of the apostles ad wiped them 
dry and clean with a towel.  This is the work of a slave.  After doing this he said; òYou call me Master and Lord and rightly, so I am.  If I 
then, the Lord and Master, have washed your feet, you should wash each otherõs feet.  I have given you an example so that you may copy 
what I have done to youó; Here Jesus proposes the humble and loving service as his model for us. In washing the feet of his disciples Christ 
teaches us just how to live for Him.  Humble and selfless service. Love one another as I have loved you.  You and I ought to be perennial 
sacraments of love, ministers of Godõs love to our world. The solution to the third problem. 

Dear brothers and sisters of Jesus Christ, in the mystery of the Blessed Eucharist, the Priesthood and the mystery of loving and 
humble service, Christ bequeathed and endowed the Church with all that she needs to accomplish her divine and salvific 
mission.  

Easter Sunday - Fr Seno 

My beloved people of God, the forty days of Lent, known as Lenten Season, is over but must not be forgotten in a hurry.  The resurrection 
of Jesus we celebrate today is the most amazing news the world ever heard. We rejoice because Jesus died on the Cross and rose from the 
grave and also because God has removed our transgression.  As Christians, we like St. Paul, can have great hope in life after death because 
Jesus broke the bondage of death (1 Cor. 15:12-24, 35-58). 

Easter brings great blessing to believers; our hearts are filled with love and gratitude whenever we remember the death and resurrection of 
Jesus.  The empty tomb is the foundation of our faith because òif Christ be not risen from the tomb all our preaching would be useless and 
our faith in vainó (1 Cor. 15:14-17). 

In our Reading (Acts 10:34, 37-43), St. Peter emphasized the truth of the resurrection, as he himself and others saw it.  It is our hope in 
resurrection with Christ that will give meaning and purpose to our lives. We are meant for much more than this life. He went further by 
inviting us to reflect on the fundamental truth of our faith which we very often confuse with less important things. It draws our attention 
and reflection on our mission as witnesses to the resurrection. A witness is a person who was present at an event, saw what happened and 
listened to what was said.  The Apostles were witnesses because they had been with Jesus after his resurrection, ate and drank with him, 
heard his teaching and saw his miracles.  To be Christõs witnesses, we have to undergo the experience of the resurrection; otherwise it 
would be better to be silent about it. We experienced resurrection at the reception of our baptism. If from that moment onwards nothing 
of the old life has remained in us we no longer harbor in our hearts hatred, violence, grudges, envy, drunkenness, cheating of our spouses, 
living double life, e.t.c  we can truly say that we are witnesses to the resurrection.  The deeds of death must disappear and we must live like 
people who are really changed from their evil ways, going about doing good and loving others as Jesus did.  This will give us the right to 
witness before others that Christ is alive in us.  Nobody will then doubt our testimony, because it will be founded on verifiable facts and 
events. 

In the Gospel, (John 20:1-9), John sets the scene for the resurrection by placing it early in the morning of the first day of the day of the 
week.  Mary Magdala was  the first to arrive at the empty tomb. She ran to tell Simon Peter, but her statement was not so much a 
proclamation of faith as it was a statement of confusion and fear. Peter and the beloved disciple then ran to the tomb (20:6).  John got 
there before Peter, who stepped back to allow Peter to enter the tomb before him.  The beloved disciple then peered into the empty tomb 
(20:6).  They both viewed the wrappings, but only the beloved disciple believed that Jesus had risen (20:8).  The underlying factor here is 
their òseeingó and òbelievingó, which gave legitimacy and credence to the resurrection. 

So my brothers and sisters in Christ, the best way to bear witness to the risen Christ is by comporting ourselves well in our daily life.  It is 
through love, compassion, justice and peace, that we can show that we are true sons and daughters of God.  The resurrection of the Son of 
God is not simply a message offered to us, but also the new life of the world.
